The contractor or builder shall
designate a person or persons to
monitor the fugitive dust emissions and
enhance the implementation of the
measures as necessary to minimize dust
complaints, reduce visible emissions
below 20 percent opacity, and to
prevent transport of dust off-site. Their
duties shall include holidays and
weekend periods when work may not be
in progress. The name and telephone
number of such persons shall be
provided to the APCD Compliance
Division prior to the start of any
grading, earthwork or demolition.
