EMERGENCY ACTIVITY

1. Station 15 - South Bay responded to 167 calls between October 22, 2021 — November 21, 2021 including 84
Medical Aids, and 23 Traffic Collisions; 14 incidents were reported as Fire, 3 as Hazardous; 36 as Public Service
Assists; and 7 as False Alarms. Company 15 was called to cover the station or respond to emergencies 0
times between October 22 — November 21, 2021.

2. Station 15 — South Bay continues to respond during the COVID-19 pandemic. Crews are taking extra
precautions to limit exposure during medical calls.

SPECIAL PROGRAMS/PROJECTS

3. Station 15 — South Bay will be hosting “Sidewalk CPR” for the community in the months of February and August.
Locations and times will be announced via social media and the Board report. No need to sign up just show
up to the location at the designated time and the crews will walk the student through the process.

4. On November 20, Station 15 — South Bay completed orientation of all 13 new hire Reserve Firefighters. Six of
the new hires will begin shiftwork immediately while the remaining 7 will start the San Luis Obispo Regional
Academy in January.

5. Station 15 — South Bay is always accepting Reserve Firefighter applications. Applications may be picked up
and turned in at 2315 Bayview Heights Drive Los Osos, CA 93402.

6. Station 15 — South Bay conducted 1 day Surf Rescue training with Cambria Fire District and 5 days of State
Fire Marshal Surf Rescue Operations at various locations within the County.

7. Station 15— South Bay is accepting Toy and Food donations through the holiday season in support of Operation
Santa Claus and SLO County Food Bank. Donations can be dropped off in the designated containers in front
of the station.
